Purpose:

· To provide a handful of scholarships to deserving RLNC students each term who have strong needs for financial aid but who for various reasons, do not qualify for financial aid. 

· No student should be denied college attendance due to lack of funding.

· These opportunity scholarships are the “final gap” funding for students who fall between the cracks of regular funding sources. 

· Without these need based scholarships, we would potentially lose 3 to 7 students each semester. These scholarships give everyone the “opportunity” to attend college.

Policy:

· No student should be denied attending RLNC due to lack of funding. 
· The Registrar, any Student Success Staff, The Financial Aid Coordinator, or any RLNC Team Member, may identify potential RLNC students who could attend RLNC but do not qualify for financial aid due to a variety of reasons such as parent’s family income, previous student loan status, etc.

· Above listed RLNC Team Members will provide interested student with the attached RLNC Opportunity Scholarship application process. The student must complete an application and an essay for consideration. The quality of the student application will be a consideration of the candidate’s potential for success at RLNC. 
Practice: 

· Students complete the application form and type a one page essay as to why they should receive this scholarship. The scholarship will cover any amounts incurred for tuition, fees, and required books for up to 15 credits per term.
· The President and his Selection Committee (Financial Aid PASS Committee) will decide whether each applicant will get a 100% scholarship, 75% scholarship, 50 % scholarship, or no scholarship. 
· If approved, each scholarship will continue through RLNC graduation as long as the student maintains Satisfactory Academic Progress (2.0 GPA, 67% Completion Rate) and follows all regular RLNC policies and procedures.

· RLNC Opportunity Scholarships will be limited to approximately 10 per term. We will also consider allowing up to five new scholarships each term for new, incoming students.
